Georgia Soccer Match Reporting Procedures 

All injuries, incidents, grievances and protests should be reported to the proper individuals as soon as possible. Your first contact for specific procedures and requirements should be your Recreational Commissioner, Select Scorekeeper or Age Group Representative. Written reports may be faxed: Fax 770-452-1946, e-mailed: Email gssa@gasoccer.org or sent by U.S. Mail (or FedEx. etc.) to: Georgia State Soccer Association, Attn: D&P, 2323 Perimeter Park Drive NE, Atlanta, GA 30341. 

All actions requiring a fee will not be heard until those fees are received by Georgia Soccer. The following is in addition to what your local association may require. 

Incident and Injury Reports must be submitted in writing within 48 hours from the game. In those cases where there is a potential for multi-game sanctions, i.e. game terminations, player send-offs, coach or parent dismissals, etc., it is highly recommended that both coaches and/or person(s) involved also file a report. These reports are your testimony of the events and will afford those involved their due process in the adjudication proceedings. See below for the appropriate contacts. 

PLEASE NOTE: Red cards and dismissals require a mandatory one game suspension. The committee may impose additional game suspensions after review of the reports. 

Suspensions are outlined in the Georgia Soccer D&P Guidelines. The following is a list of the most common incidents that will result in an additional sanction being added to the mandatory one game suspension:
	Serious Foul Play, Violent Conduct, Striking or Spitting
	1 game to 1 year

	Dissent after being dismissed or sent off
	1 additional game

	Dissent using foul language after being dismissed or sent off
	2 additional games

	Failure to leave both sight and sound of the field after being dismissed
	1 additional game

	Returning to the field after being dismissed
	1 additional game

	Referee Abuse
	Minimum 3 games


The Georgia Soccer D&P Committee reserves the right to waive or recommend the waiving of penalties in those cases where a protest is filed and upheld. 

Individuals: 

Injuries: Same as yellow cards (see below), noting how it occurred, the extent of the injury, and the actions taken; with a written report being filed with the Georgia Soccer Member Administrator. 

Yellow Cards: The scorekeeper must receive notification from both coaches or score reporters of any cards issued to either team. Such notification must provide the association name, team name, player name, infraction code, and name of the center official. 

Red Cards (send-offs): Same notification as yellow cards. In addition, a written report should be sent to the Georgia Soccer D&P for review. See "Incident and Injury Reports" and note above. 

Coach Dismissals: The scorekeeper must receive notification from both coaches or score reporters of any member of the coaching staff that is asked to leave the game. This includes any person who is officially representing the team by being in the immediate vicinity of the players' bench either in or near the "technical area". In addition, a written report should be submitted to the Georgia Soccer D&P for review. See "Incident and Injury Reports" and note above. 

Spectator Dismissals: A written report should be submitted by the coach, and any individual(s) involved, to the Georgia Soccer D&P for review. See "Incident and Injury Reports" and note above. 

Appeals: must be submitted to the Georgia State Soccer Office in writing, with the $200.00 fee, within 10 days after receiving notice of the determination. 

Matches: 

No-shows: Both coaches must report the game and reason(s) for the no-show to their Scorekeeper with a supplemental report being submitted to their Age Group Coordinator and/or Program Chair/Coordinator for a determination. 

Game Terminations: Both coaches must report the reason(s) for the termination to their Scorekeeper with a supplemental report being submitted to their Age Group Coordinator and/or Program Chair/Coordinator for a determination. Games replayed must be replayed in their entirety prior to the end of the season unless Georgia Soccer determines otherwise. 

Protests: must be submitted in writing to the Georgia Soccer D&P Committee with the $100.00 fee within 72 hours of the game. The protest must be based on the misapplication(s) of the Laws of the Game (LOTG) and not on calls based on the referee's judgment. 

General: 

Grievances: The Georgia Soccer Ethics and Grievance Committee Chairman or the GSSA Referee E&G Chairperson should be contacted for information on the grounds and the procedures for filing a complaint. Typically, these are incidents that were about the referee, not reported by the referee, should have been reported by the referee, or did not occur during a game. 

Coach/Manager Incident Report: 

At the Semi Annual General Meeting of GYSA in the summer of 2002, it was agreed by all league Presidents and the GYSA Board of Directors that for any game with a 3-game or less suspension, where a coach/manager report WAS NOT filed - no request for reduction of a suspension ascribed by the GYSA Discipline and Protest Committee would be entertained by the GYSA Adjudication Committee.
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
